Andrei Sakharov was born in 21 May, 1921 in Moscow. After graduating
from the Moscow State University in 1942 he started his work in physics. By the
nge of 32 he was one of the world’s most famous scientists who lived in Russia.

In 1953 A. Sakharov became the youngest academician in Russia. Unlike
many scientists A. Sakharov realized advantages and disadvantages of technical
progress in modern world, And at the end of the 50s he decided to devote himself
to fighting against future atomic wars. He was also one of those who founded the
Moscow Committee on-Human Rights. '

He won the Nobel Peace Prize in 1975.

In December 1987 Sakharov participated in the International Conference
ageinst atomic wars. The Conference took place in Moscow.

A. Sakharov started his official career as a member of Russian Parliament in
1987. A. Sakharov is the author of several books on progress and freedom all
over the world.

He died-on the 14 of December 1989.

Now, many years after A, Sakharov’s death people still remember him and

Millions of Americans drive to work, to their country houses, to visit their
friends. They go shopping by car, travel by car along 4 million miles of Ameri-
can roads.

Lots of teenagers drive to school. University students work long hours after
their classes to earn money for their «wheels» (koneca). Universitics and schools
have large parking places for their students’ cars.

Another interesting thing about using a car in the United States is the «drive-
n» service,

There are drive—in banks where you can get your money sitting in your car
There are also drive-in cafcs where you cart buy your sandwich and coffee with’
out getting out of your car.

The most exciting places are drive-in cinemas. People can watch movies
(that's what Americans call films)sitting in their cars.

It's hard to imagine a real American life without cars.

Because the teacher who is overstrict creates a kind of passive indifference,
he doesn't create an individuality or enthusiasm.
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I believe in ways of teaching which consider the whole child as important
The children are human beings first rather than empty things to be filled up with
knowledge.

I believe that we should encourage pupils to contribute with enthusiasm.

And it's easicst for them* to contribute with enthusiasm when the lesson con-
cerns somcthing they arc interested in: their own lives or the lives of their fami-
lies, or their relatives, or their pets or where they live. They know so many inter-
esting things about the life.

I'm proud of my students. 1 know they are the best.

Physics, Religious Studies, Physical Education, Games.

As you seg, it's not easy to study in our School, so we seleet students. Selec-
tion of students is based on wrilten cnirance tests, bul we also interview our
likely candidates. At the interview, we take into account a boy's other activitics
For instance if two boys have done equally well in tests we give pn,lumcc to the
onc who is keen on music or arl or chess or sport.

The School encourages boys who arc developing an intercst in the arts such
as writing, playing musical instruments, singing, drama. About 200 boys do mu-
sic with tecachers. At our School there are regular lunchtime and evening concerts
of popular music, jazz and rock music by pupils. We also we have a full Sym-
phony Orchestra and a School Magazine for young writers.

Traditionally the favourite sports arc tennis, cricket, athletics, rowing, rugby. soc-
cer, and chess. There also active table tennis, baskctball and badminton clubs. IThe
School is fortunate to have much space for playing fields. Large partics ol boys go
abroad each year to ski. Some boys are keen on golf, sailing and windsurfing, too.

The uniform which the boys wear is basically a (colour) blazer and dark—
grey trousers, a white shirt and a school tie. The tic and the black blazer with a
school badge can be only bought in the school shop. The shop also offers schoos
scarves, and clothes for games.

Parents are welcome to the school at any time. They help to arrange varions
activities, meet with teachers and provide financial help.
